3. BEFORE COMMENCING WORK OR PROCEEDING WITH ERECTION AND SHOP DRAWING,
EACH SUB-CONTRACTOR SHALL VERIFY MEASUREMENTS, LINES, GRADES, LOCATIONS, AND
DETAILS OF EXISTING FIELD CONDITIONS AND NOTIFY THE ARCHITECT OF ANY
DISCREPANCIES.  STARTING OF WORK BY A SUB- CONTRACTOR DENOTES THAT
UNDERSURFACE HAS BEEN INSPECTED AND IS APPROVED BY THE SUB-CONTRACTOR.

4. ADEQUATELY PROTECT ALL PUBLIC AND PRIVATE PROPERTY AND IMPROVEMENTS FROM
DAMAGE AND INJURY.  DAMAGED AREAS SHALL BE REPLACED IN GOOD CONDITION.
